► NGO-TGP Recipients forum - deferred until further notice 
The Department of Health and Ageing (DoHA) has deferred the scheduled 18 November meeting, which was to 
discuss the NGO Treatment Grants Program from 2010 onwards, in order for DoHA to be better prepared 
when meeting with grant recipients. NADA is continuing communication with DoHA, particularly regarding 
ensuring grant holders and funding is finalised before the funding period commences.

► Changes to the Information Exchange provisions 
Information exchange provisions in the new legislation were proclaimed on 30 October 2009. 
The amended legislation enables agencies to share relevant information and requires your agency to co-
ordinate with other organisations in promoting the safety, welfare and wellbeing of a child or young person. 
The information exchange provisions in the amended Children and Young Persons (Care and Protection) Act 
1998 clearly prioritise the safety, welfare and wellbeing of the child or young person over an individual's right 
to privacy. Non-government organisations working with children are covered by the new legislation. Further 
details on the proclamation and a list of guidance materials have been published on the Government's Keep 
Them Safe website, then navigate to the Information Exchange page.
